Settle Area Riverside Improvement Project
Project Information Sheet

Project overview 

The basis of the project was through community consultation held in 2003 as part of the newly formed community group StART (Settle Area Renaissance Team). It was felt the Riverside was an underused asset for Settle and with major improvements could add to the visitor offer as well as a safe route between the town centre, Settle Middle School, Settle College and the Swimming Pool.
In October 2006 Yorkshire Forward (on behalf of StART) employed Bauman Lyons Landscape Architects to carry out a study to identify opportunities and obstacles for the area. This then allowed the production of an outline development plan for the area. The plan was subject to detailed public consultation including open evenings, guided walks and response by questionnaires. During the consultation 150 people visited the exhibition and 113 response forms were completed.

The outcome of the consultation was 46 people in favour of the scheme, 53 in agreement if minor changes could be made and 9 opposed to specific items in the project. Following consultation the items causing opposition were refined to give almost complete agreement. Following this the phase 1 report was issued which gave a broad scheme that could be worked up into a detailed project. 
With no delivery strategy Craven District Council approached North Yorkshire County Council Rights of Way Team to lead on construction. NYCC agreed they would manage the project provided funding could be secured. The Yorkshire Dales Millennium Trust were also invited to join the steering group and successfully secured funding from Lafarge Aggregates and Natural England.
With funding secured NYCC Rights of Way commissioned Jacobs UK to procure a contractor and manage the build. Houseman and Falshaw started on site in late February with completion in early July. The project was opened by Sue Martin, daughter of the late Deirdre Cokell who championed the Riverside through StART.
